Despite the logistics challenges of renting a 
stage and moving the festival 
entertainment one block to the lawn of the 
County Administration Building, the 2015 
Pride Festival and Parade was a 
success.  With hundreds of participants 
again this year, the parade continues to 
flourish and grow.  The festival had about 
100 vendors and attendance was estimated 
at 4500 by the organizers.  October 
24th was a beautiful Fall Saturday and 
Gainesville celebrated in style.  This was 

the first year that 
lesbians and gay 
men were able to 
legally marry in 
Florida and this was 
reason for many to 
rejoice and have a 
good time. 
 

The festival and parade were the highlights 
of the 2015 Pride Days events which 
concluded with the Pride Brunch on 
Sunday the 25th.  Throughout all of the 
Pride Days events, there was a common 
theme that we are celebrating the advances 
in marriage equality while recognizing that 
there is much work to be done in Florida 
and across the country before we achieve 
full equality for LGBT people.
